· Streetlights Radcliffe Road – BB –Three new lamps installed and will be connected within 6 weeks, thanks to GRT who has financed this project.
· Royal British Legion update Remembrance Sunday – BB – special thanks to Alex Tait who maintains the War Memorial throughout the year it was looking particularly well tendered at the Remembrance Sunday Service which was held within the Covid regulations plus thanks to Linda Kirby who produced appropriate music by Spotify at the end of the service which was appreciated by all
· New Councillor – BB – Welcomed Mrs Kate Morton onto Bamburgh Parish Council
· Wynding Cones/Traffic Calming – KD/AB – letter received from Paul Jones advising seasonal double yellow lines will be in place on the Wynding before Easter, it was agreed to leave cones in place for the time being. · Broadband – JM – 100% Target now achieved, now in the hands of Openreach, update has been requested – follow up before next meeting.
· Wheelchair Access to Beach – KD/BB – met with NE Access and various routes were tested, it was deemed a project that we could do, and Castle Estates are supportive. A small shed would be necessary to house wheelchairs a suggestion was to position it next to cricket containers with the permission of Castle Estates and Planning. BPC to fund cost of shed. NE Access to supply wheelchairs in the first instance. GRT suggested KD to contact Wendy Patterson Diversity/Equality Cabinet CC for her support All councillors agreed to support the project.
