7. Matters Arising:
· Highways Update/Traffic Calming/Speeding – AB – no further updates  
· Bamburgh Conservation Area Character Appraisal – BB –Sarah Winlow of AONB advised report still awaiting committee decision, follow up before next meeting.
· Broadband – JM – advised broadband upgrade declared complete, areas not completed due to storm damage are Pavilion, also Glororum and Burton which will involve road closure. Vouchers can now be sent to suppliers, explanation of the process will be added to website, google group, and flyers will be dropped throughout the village as soon as possible. 
· Wheelchair Access to Beach – KD/BB – Loans have continued since last update and one family enjoyed a recent three-week loan. The shed developed a leak which has now been repaired, furniture now in place and KD working with artist on wildlife images to be situated in the hut, also collating names of donors who have generously given to this very worthwhile cause.  BB minuted special thanks go to Wayne Patterson for the electric installation and John Thompson of Prudhoe for the path levelling. 
· Playpark – JM –advised that due to ongoing Covid constraints the presentation of new plans to the village has been delayed, now planned for Saturday 19th February in the Pavilion. The supplier will attend presentation and visuals prepared; funding requests are ready for distribution after presentation.  Current wooden structures in need of repair/re-varnish, once weather improves works will be carried out.
· Safeguarding Policies – JMC/BB – contact made with NALC for training requirements. 
· Triangle and Footpath Map – KM – contractor to remove the cement that is still on some of the posts, and hook to be installed.
· Footpath Map – KM - Design and colours now agreed this has included adding the wheelchair access and also cycle routes in the area, should be available by spring.
· Links Road – KM – as previously mentioned decline in the condition of the footpath, GRT will follow up.
· The Grove – KM – has discussed with James Boulton who advised a tree survey is planned late January early February to assess safety, after which the plan is to level the ground in time for spring/summer.
· Council House Allocation – KM – asked GRT how housing was allocated and details of the process, it was felt that links to the parish should play a major part when decisions are made. GRT will make BPC aware of this information.
· Holiday Let Properties Precept Letter – BB/JMC – letters delivered and to date BPC have received £1876.24 in donations. It was agreed that the letter will be posted onto the website and social media to ensure all owners are aware of the details, giving anyone who missed the correspondence, the opportunity to donate. 
· Water Bottle Filler – BB/JMC – No further updates, GRT will involve Anne-Marie Trevelyan.
· Lights on The Green – BB/AB – three new bases were purchased, and repairs have now been carried out.
· Village Storm Damage/Compensation – BB/JMC – claims are currently being dealt with by insurers for the damage to Links Road bus shelter and Christmas Lights display, BPC received a cheque to the value of £630.00 from Northern Powergrid for the loss of use of lights in Village.
BB – made special thanks to Martin Spruce, Alex Nixon and all volunteers who helped with the clear-up after the storm.

· Parish Council Meetings Schedule – BB/JMC it was agreed that BPC planned meetings will be held on 15th March and 12th April, further schedule will follow after the next AGM.

· Other Business – 
GRT advised repainting of Armstrong Cottages Lamp Posts has now been approved. 
BB will contact Castle Estates regarding the erosion of grass in certain areas in the Village.
