3. Minutes of 15th March 2022 – Accepted and signed as correct record – AB and KD – Issue of flooding @ Radcliffe Road now rectified.

6. Matters Arising:
· Highways Update/Traffic Calming/Speeding/Wynding/Ingram Road/Car Park Charges – AB/BB BPC received email from Richard McKenzie advising that there is no intention to extend temporary car park restrictions or extend double yellow lines, also traffic calming issue is still with design team, GRT to follow up as new designer now in place. Decision to place bollards on The Wynding will now be made after Easter holidays. KD and GRT have now arranged a meeting with Ingram Road resident. NCC have now increased car parking charges. GRT advised Armstrong Cottages street light issue to be rectified by July 2022 and painted May 2022, Links Road footpath not in LTP and has now been checked to show no actual defects. Resurfacing of the remaining Bamburgh to Lucker road in the 2022 programme.
· Bamburgh Conservation Area Character Appraisal – BB – no further updates, still awaiting committee decision.
· Broadband – JM – Statement from JM read out – “The Pavilion has been connected and the router has been set up for guest use. Openreach are to provide a cost estimate for burying the rather low hanging cable from the carrying pole opposite the wheelchair hut to the pavilion. To my knowledge there are no other outstanding broadband issues in the village”. 
· Wheelchair Access to Beach – KD/BB – Trying to organise the official opening/launch for 11th June. BANE arranged for chairs to be serviced 4th May, and volunteer training arranged 11am 13th April.
· Playpark – JM – Statement from JM read out – “The last few weeks have been spent completing funding requests to potential donors and funds. We have been notified by several organisations that our request is currently under consideration. (National Lottery, Catherine Cookson, County Council, Barbour etc) Presently we have cash and concrete commitments of around £33,000.00 In addition we have submitted a planning pre-application form and are awaiting a response regarding the need for planning permission in the coming weeks”. BB added grateful thanks to all who have donated so far.
· Footpath Map – KM – Artist has completed map and added to the website.
· Water Bottle Filler – KD/GRT – GRT dealing with new contact @ NE Water and together with Iain Robson of AONB looking for solution.
· Queens Jubilee Celebrations/Road Closure – BB/KM/JMC – Plans to close a section of Front Street on the evening of 3rd June, for residents’ celebration paperwork now submitted. KM has arranged photographer for up-to-date village photograph to be taken.
· Jubilee Bell – KM – advised £3590 of donations and promises have been received so far, funding request have been made to NCC Queens Jubilee fund and James Knott Trust. Information has been displayed in Church in case of objections, supplier has necessary kit and AB will order in 2 weeks. Decision on when bells will ring and schedule of chimes to be agreed.
· Clerk & Village Warden Salaries – BB/AB – annual salary increases to be negotiated
· Website Update KM/JM – updates and improvements ongoing.
· Northumberland Local Plan (Planning Validation) – AB – recent email received to be forwarded to GRT for clarification.
· Landline Phones Update – KM/AB – Ann-Marie Trevelyan response advising update on hold has been posted to village google group.
· Tree Planting – BB -email to be forwarded to Castle Estates for advice
· Litter Bins BB/JMC – recent complaints of excess litter in village, JMC to contact Local Services to arrange extra bins, hopefully before Easter break.
