6. Matters Arising:
Judy Cowen advised that WI have once again arranged a litter pick in Bamburgh 10am Wednesday 22nd September, as part of the national Great Big Green Week.
· Welcome to new Councillor – BB – introduced and welcomed Sue Aldred to Bamburgh Parish Council.
· Highways Update/Traffic Calming/Speeding – AB – BP councillors met twice during August and a further meeting, together with AONB and NCC planned for 20th October.  
· Bamburgh Conservation Area Character Appraisal – BB – BB advised no further updates to report.
· Broadband – JM – Open Reach have now begun erecting poles in the village.
· Wheelchair Access to Beach – KD/BB – Our initial two wheelchairs have been well used during the summer and we have recently taken delivery of an electric chair. New lock and key safe have been fitted, and ramp and electric installation planned, thanks were expressed to businesses involved in these works. BANE confirmed all wheelchairs covered by their insurance. Recent meeting of volunteers was held to discuss procedure and was attended by a representative from Newton-by-the-sea, who are hoping to set up a similar scheme. A local business has kindly offered to level the surface of the path to beach and KD is looking at information and local birds/wildlife posters.
· Playpark – JM – no further update to report.
· Triangle – KM – Chain now installed triangle, minor issue with lock which needs to be changed.
· Footpath Map – KM – KM advised that map is now very close to completion.
· Seasonal Additional Car Parking – BB/KM – confirmed that the opening of the Glebe Field has been a success considering the amount of traffic seen in Bamburgh during the summer. Hopefully it can open again next year, with a change of signage.  
· Holiday Let Properties Precept Letter – JM/BB/JMC – letter has been printed and will be hand delivered by councillors during October.
· Water Bottle Filler – BB/JMC – Local Services responded with list of alterations stipulated by water company, GRT making further enquiries for breakdown of costs.
· Local Transport Plan – AB – Councillor zoom meeting to be arranged to agree 3 points for response.
· Christmas Lights – BB/JMC – Date arranged for Saturday 27th November, Church Service 5.30pm, followed by lights switch on at 6.15pm. 

· Lights on The Green – BB/AB – Damaged lights on the Green have been reported, AB dealing with original supplier, 

· Free Trees – BB/JMC- NCC offering a free tree to all residents, the information will be forwarded to Google Group.

GRT advised Walled Garden pre-app response was not positive from Building Conservation department, full-app forthcoming.

KM asked GRT any updated on Ingram Road, GRT will follow-up.

Resident raised an issue of dust pollution during the use of parking in Glebe Field, BB advised that a request will be made to NCC local services for the cleaning of road/paths after closure. Also advised that should this ever become a permanent area, all factors would be considered.
