6. Matters Arising:
· Highways Update/Traffic Calming/Speeding – AB – Parking Bays recently added on Ingram Road have not been placed to full length, omitting two properties, consult with GRT. No further updates received from Richard McKenzie, follow up will be made to confirm double yellow lines are continued along the Wynding to the Golf Club.
· Bamburgh Conservation Area Character Appraisal – BB – no further updates, still awaiting committee decision.
· Broadband – JM – advised Openreach completed upgrades in the village, other than two properties and the Pavilion. Date agreed as 25th March to install pole at the Pavilion. 
· Wheelchair Access to Beach – KD/BB – A few loans have continued since last update. Photographs have been taken on behalf of a sponsor Karbon Homes and posters obtained, KD progressing quotes for plaque, further training for volunteers to be planned over Easter holiday period.
· Playpark – JM –advised that presentation of new plans to the village at meeting on Saturday 19th February in the Pavilion, was very well attended. Next steps for sub-committee, are planning permission and further funding requests to National Lottery and other organisations. Brochures have been produced for specific and personalised targeted requests.  At the meeting, a donation of £450.00 was made by Judy & Gordon Cowan, they were sincerely thanked for their generous contribution.
· Footpath Map – KM – Artist has completed map and will be added to the website.
· Links Road & Bus Shelter – KM/BB – follow up will be made with GRT as previously mentioned decline in the condition of the Links Road footpath. New bus shelter now completed. AB also advised follow up with GRT regarding Armstrong Cottages lamp post painting.
· Holiday Let Properties Precept Letter – BB/JMC – BPC have now received £2331.24 in donations from the 2021/22 request letter.  2022/23 letter will be planned.

Planning Consultation 22/00666/FUL Land West of Radcliffe Park Bamburgh NE69 7AN Concerns were raised at the public meeting relating to overlooking neighbouring properties, foul drainage discharge into the Mill Burn and setting a precedent for development outside the settlement boundary which was set in the North Northumberland Coast Neighbourhood Plan (NNCNP). A further meeting of councillors was arranged to agree BPC's response.
