6. Matters Arising:
· BB – Congratulated GRT on re-election.
· BB – Parish Councillor vacancy to be advertised.
· GRT – Advised film crew coming to Bamburgh 8-11 June, agreed by NCC & Castle Estates for use of Car Park. BB suggested a disruption donation be made to BPC.
· AB – Requested repainting of heritage lamp posts @ Armstrong Cottages, GRT agreed. 
· Highways Update – AB – response from Richard McKenzie no further updates. 
· Traffic Calming/Speeding – AB – Rumble strips have been removed and speeding has dramatically increased, GRT advised the new proposed traffic calming measure plans will be with us soon for consultation.
· Bamburgh Conservation Area Character Appraisal – BB – No updates.
· Parking Survey – AB/KD/JM – following results of the survey we need to establish what measures are acceptable. All councillors to meet 11am 16th June for discussion, location TBA.
· Broadband – JM – No response yet from Openreach, further contact to be made.
· Wheelchair Access to Beach – KD/BB – Pre-application concluded that planning permission was not required for this development, awaiting 1 final quote from contractor. Thanks, expressed for a significant donation offered from a Bamburgh resident who wishes to remain anonymous, BPC to underwrite necessary funding until further monies received from charities etc. Nick Muse has agreed to head up and co-ordinate volunteers and posters printed (1 booking taken)
· Playpark – JM – all 4 bids now received, sub-committee arranged to decide on next steps. 
· Walled Garden Update – BB – application still with planning department, GRT advised approx. 1 month.
· Bike Racks/Triangle – KM – Castle Estate agreed to move current tree trunk across from toilet area to opposite Carter’s Butchers, as an additional facility.  Triangle lower quote £1,530 + VAT accepted and works planned for June.
· Seasonal Additional Car Parking – BB/KM confirmed meeting with James Boulton Glebe Field will open May to October 2021, possibility of opening part of Moorfield as seasonal parking after consultation with NCC, but not before 2022. If granted looking at being a paying car park with barrier, also possible barrier on Glebe Field. Suggestion made that if Moorfield was granted, then the 3 beach car parks would close and reopen end of season. BPC supported plans for Moorfield, maximum capacity of 300, concerns noted for increased flow of traffic on The Wynding. Ducket Field plans abandoned as Natural England objected to granting an MTA for part of the field, many thanks to Charles Baker-Cresswell, John Baker-Cresswell and James Boulton Castle Estates for all their help.
· The Wynding yellow lines – BB Confirmed will go ahead both sides and down to first bend, supply of cones available as an emergency measure if parking problem is pushed further on.
· Treescape – KD Fund available for tree planting, Castle Estates have completed the application and applied for funding.
· Other Business – KM agreed to send plans for access signs to the location of Glebe Field to Kris Westerby. Judy Cowan advised previously donated rose tree on the Seahouses side of Bamburgh has perished, attempt to locate details of original donor will be made. Janet Wilkinson President of Bamburgh WI advised BB that there was a possibility of free funding to plant a tree in honour of the Queens Jubilee in 2022.
