5. Financial Statement– JMC update on the financial statement, bank statement @ 26/04/21 = £17,184.08 current account, £12,433.57 saver account.

6. Matters Arising:
· Highways Update – AB – no recent response from Richard McKenzie, we will keep chasing and express disappointment in a letter, copy Carole Beswick-Lisle. 
· Traffic Calming/Speeding – AB – Rumble strips have been removed, but we have not received any update regarding the traffic calming scheme, will add to letter to Richard McKenzie. Planned road closure 16/8/21 to 27/8/21 of a section of B1341 into Bamburgh was discussed, GRT will attempt to postpone until 7/9/21.
· Bamburgh Conservation Area Character Appraisal – BB – advised is in the making and on its way, will report after AGM.  
· Parking Survey – AB/KD/JM – following results of the survey we need to establish what measures are acceptable. We will try to arrange a face-to-face meeting with Iain Robson and request dates for this after 17/5/21, we will also arrange a zoom meeting prior to this date for discussion.
· Broadband – JM – Gov.uk email was confusing, and JM responded to a number of queries, we have no confirmation of how many vouchers initially reported to Openreach were reconfirmed with the Department for Digital Culture, Media and Sport before the 31 March deadline.
· Wheelchair Access to Beach – KD/BB – We now have 1 child wheelchair in Bamburgh, awaiting response from Vivienne Cartmell regarding pre-app, will follow up. KD looking for volunteers, advertising and media Ian Smith was asked for assistance with publicity for funding. Route to beach discussed, and original route one was agreed.
· Playpark – JM – has been contacted by all 4 suppliers and quotes received, JM now doing comparisons.  NCC have been contacted regarding minimising VAT cost, necessary structure confirmation and letters regarding funding.  Village survey suggested to confirm support for plans. 
· Walled Garden Update – BB – No further update.
· Bike Racks/Triangle – KM – Bike rack quotes have been obtained for bespoke bike racks, would require business sponsorship of £300 per rack.  KM will look at costs of basic standard racks and discuss with Castle Estates.  Triangle quotes of £1,952 + VAT and £1,530 + VAT received, all agreed to accept lower quote and go ahead with the plan.
· Seasonal Additional Car Parking – BB/KM confirmed Glebe Field will be allowed to open for 56 days or more, without penalty, signage with Kris Westerby NCC to be arranged, to open end May until end September 2021.  John Baker-Cresswell is trying to resolve issues regarding stewardship in the Duckett Field and if successful will open for the same period. BB advised it was good to have the discussion with Castle Estates and Cresswell Farms, Parish Council are very grateful.  Complaints have been received concerning the state of the porta-loos in links car park and no signage for use, also camper van overnight stays (no Aires for motor homes in NCC car park) all complaints have been referred to NCC for action. GRT to confirm with Paul Jones, regarding 10 space availability for Camper vans. 
· Natural England/Lindisfarne National Nature Reserve Dog Zone Initiative – BB – GRT confirmed NCC had written to Natural England, but unfortunately the trial/consultation will go ahead as planned.
· AGM/Public Meeting – BB – still awaiting confirmation from NALC regarding face-to-face meetings, therefore the Pavilion will be provisionally booked for 18th May to hold AGM and public meeting. TBA.
· The Wynding yellow lines – BB – decision not on website, GRT will follow up.
· Other Business – KD asked GRT for any further update on the Water Fountain, further contact to be made with Bob Hodgson, Local Services NCC. KM involved in accessing walking maps for the BPC website, discussing with Jessica Turner and Accessing Aidan will fund.  Meeting to be arranged to decide updates and changes to website, prior to AGM. Alison Brett apologised for state of pavement on the Wynding, this was due to works carried out by Northern Power, she has been assured the hole will be refilled within 2 weeks. JMC – Card of thanks received from the Head Teacher of Seahouses Primary school, for the donation sent for provision of laptops for children home schooling.
· Chair for Minutes – Prior to Christmas a complaint was received by BPC from a Bamburgh resident regarding infringement of Data Protection. After a full ICO investigation, BPC received the following:
“We are satisfied no breach of the data protection law has occurred at this time and we welcome the additional measures Bamburgh Parish Council are taking to further ensure the protection of peoples rights and freedoms in the future. We consider this case now closed."
