6. Matters Arising:
· Councillor Alex Tait Resignation – BB – thanked Alex for doing a great job and wished him luck for the future. 
· Coastal Summit – BB – updates from recent Coastal Summit meeting held by Glen Sanderson/Paul Jones from NCC, covering potential problems in coastal villages in summer 2021. NCC assured everyone that main issues i.e., bins, public toilets, car parking, will all be addressed and planned for, including employing environmental officers and actioning 7-day car parking enforcement. Enquiries are continuing into accessing overfill car parks in landowners’ fields for the extended 56-day period.   
· Highways Update – AB – still disappointed with lack of progress, but a recent reply received implied a response should be within a matter of weeks.
· Traffic Calming/Speeding – AB – GRT previously advised rumble strips will be removed, GRT also requested update from Richard McKenzie and road safety proposals “shouldn’t be long now”.  
· Bamburgh Conservation Area Character Appraisal – JT/BB – final edits currently being made which are fairly straightforward therefore final version should not be too long, couple of weeks to a month.  
· Parking Survey – AB/KD/JM – Survey results produced and available to view on BPC website and village google group. Results also forwarded to NCC awaiting responses. 
· Broadband – JM – 100% Target achieved, service deliverable within 12 months. JM confirmed that emails had been received from Gov.uk and although agreement was required this can by changed before installation, no further update.
· Wheelchair Access to Beach – KD/BB – Further adult chair and hoist required, looking for further funding.  Castle Estates approved design for shed which is to be situated to left of cricket containers, quotation obtained from local craftsman to build cost approx. £4.5k. KD thanked GRT for producing the site plan and pre-application now completed to be sent to NCC planning department. KD advised volunteers are needed who could meet families, access the wheelchairs, and assist to and from the beach. Initially looking for 5 – 6 volunteers if anyone is interested please contact KD or BB.
· Playpark – JM – Confirmed four supplier/contractor visits have taken place for tender, JM has a zoom call w/c 22nd March with Mark Johnson to obtain help and advice with funding applications. Also, thanks to Jen Hall and Isabel Hunter of Beadnell PC who have also been able to offer useful information.
· Walled Garden Update – BB – GRT confirmed no new application received, unfortunately neither Liz O’Brien nor Hayley Mannion was available for further update.
· Bike Racks/Triangle – KM – plans progressing to place bike racks on concrete slab (previously bus shelter) at the Grove, KM looking at costs and possibility local businesses sponsoring the same with a plaque advertising the sponsor fitted to the racks. 
· The Triangle in the village, which during busy periods, can have parking issues. KM currently costing chains and bollards, to mirror the grove, also as access is needed for installation of Xmas tree and regular grass cutting, therefore equipment needs to be portable.
· Kirsty Dobson asked GRT whether there was any update on the Water Fountain, suggested contact Bob Hodgson, Local Services NCC.
